The Star Home Learning Project letter is organised into 4 areas: 

 

Develop your creativity 
Explore your locality 
Extend your research skills 
Explore your mathematical skills 
 

Pupils should choose 3 or more activities from across these areas. This will ensure 
they practise skills in reading, writing and maths alongside creative skills.  
We would like you to work as a family where possible to complete tasks, and that 
you find time to visit some of the places suggested. 
Each half term a new letter will be sent out to related to the topic being studied in 
school, sometimes they will be family projects.

»Writing comments on your childõs reading in their home 

school reading booklet.
