Big Reading Clockwerk Clockwerk

Through our daily Big Reading
Sessions, children develop their
reading skills through an introduction
to Clockwork by Philip Pullman. This
session includes diagnostic feedback
in the children's reading records, and
will encourage them to develop their
reading analysis skills, such as speed
retrieval, quotations and character

analysis.

The children will continue their indepth
exploration of Clockwork, and their
development of key reading skills through
specific and targetted group and one-to-
one work. They will begin to continue how
an author's intention can affect how we see
a story, as well as wider concepts such as
the social and moral messages we can learn
from different stories. They will consider

their reading in the context of other books they have read.

Maths

Place Value and Written Methods
The children's main focus this term
will be solidifying their ability to
use and choose between a range of
written methods for addition,
subtraction, multiplication and
division. Underpinning all of this will
be a solid base of place value and mental arithmetic, with
we will continue to develop with regular testing. As well as
this, the children will revise their understanding of
decimal and fractional equivalency, measuring, shape and

graphs.

Science

Forces
This half term, the learning
in science will focus on the
effect of forces in the
world. This will include
looking at push and pull,
balanced forces, gravity,
and air and water
resistance. The children will develop an understanding of
how these forces effect and shape the world around us,
including real life application.

History
& Geography

Ancient Egypt
To complement their
learning about Antony and
Cleopatra, the children
will be learning about
Ancient Egypt. They will

learn how to make a mummy and write in hieroglyphics,
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and learn about how Egypt has changed since the time of
the Pharaohs.

Fractionz, Geometry and Algebra
As well as continuing to revise their number
and arithmetic skills, the children will
continue to refresh and expand their
knowledge of fractions. This will include
some more in depth working with fractions,
ratio and proportion, ordering fractions and
converting improper fractions. They will also continue to
develop their understanding of 2-D and 3-D shapes and angles.
The children will begin to develop their understanding of

algebra as a problem solving method.
